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Section 3 - Spring Assist Installation

1. Snap on Endcap Covers.

2. Remove Safety Screw from idler endcap. Remove slide (keep for later).

3. Slip notches on operator end into clutch endcap, then press down to lock in place. Swing idler end into place. Slide idler end spear into receiver. If needed,

compress spring-loaded spear.

4, Replace Slide and Safety Screw. Place into groove at an angle, slide up, and make sure bottom of slide hooks into Receiver.
5. Spear Retaining Clip must be installed around idler-end shaft (Fig. 6, #4B) to immobilize roller assembly during operation.
6. Route bead chain through chain guide.
